Hosts Ed Black, Saul Kalbfeld, and Peter Jacobson showed off very detailed, smoothly operating
layouts in 3 different geographies, and three time periods

Ed Black’s Central Indiana Railroad is set in the late summer of 1918 in central Indianawhere

coa smoke abounds and the sounds of quarry operations mix with those of the barnyard and many

L ocated somewhere in Tennessee, this highly detailed pike features steam and early diesels amongst
rural countryside. The railroad also runs through a highly detailed (and lighted) town.
